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Day 1: Tasting and Seeing God's Goodness
Bible Reading: Psalm 34:8-10

Devotional

Like Cortland, whose life was radically changed after encountering God, we are invited to
"taste and see that the Lord is good." When we seek Him with all our hearts, we discover
the depth of His love and the satisfaction that only He can provide.

Daily Challenge

Reflect on areas of your life where you have been chasing after things that will never
truly fulfill you. Ask God to reveal Himself to you in a fresh way, that you may experience
His goodness and find true contentment in Him alone.

Day 2: The Power of Stillness and Prayer
Bible Reading: Psalm 46:10-11

Devotional

Cortland's journey reminds us of the importance of being still before God and learning to
discern His voice. In our noisy world, it can be challenging to quiet our hearts and minds
to hear from Him. Yet, it is in the stillness and quietness that He often speaks most
clearly.

Daily Challenge

Set aside intentional time today to sit in God's presence, meditating on His Word and
listening for His still, small voice. Trust that as you draw near to Him, He will draw near to
you and guide you in the way you should go.
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Day 3: Finding Freedom in Christ
Bible Reading: Romans 8:1-4

Devotional

Through baptism, Cortland experienced the freedom and new life that comes from
surrendering to Christ. When we put our faith in Jesus and identify with His death and
resurrection, we are no longer bound by shame, guilt, or condemnation. Instead, we can
walk in the liberty and joy of being a child of God.

Daily Challenge

Take a moment to reflect on the areas of your life where you may still be holding onto
shame or guilt. Confess these to the Lord, and receive His forgiveness and grace.
Remember that in Christ, you are a new creation, free to live abundantly in Him.

Day 4: Witnessing God's Miracles
Bible Reading: Acts 3:1-10

Devotional

Cortland's experience with Mary, the paralyzed girl, demonstrates the power of prayer
and the authority we have as believers to pray for healing and miracles. Just as Peter and
John saw God's miraculous power at work, we too can expect to see Him move in mighty
ways as we step out in faith and pray in the name of Jesus.

Daily Challenge

Is there a situation in your life or someone you know who needs a touch from God?
Boldly approach His throne of grace, believing that He is able to do immeasurably more
than we could ask or imagine. Trust in His power and goodness, knowing that He hears
and answers our prayers according to His perfect will.
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Day 5: Experiencing God's Peace
Bible Reading: Philippians 4:6-7

Devotional

In a world filled with worry and anxiety, God offers us His perfect peace - a peace that
surpasses all understanding. As Cortland discovered, when we bring our cares and

concerns to the Lord in prayer, thanking Him for all He has done, we experience this
supernatural peace that guards our hearts and minds in Christ Jesus.

Daily Challenge

What burdens are you carrying today? Cast them upon the Lord, trusting in His care for
you. Choose to focus on His faithfulness and goodness, allowing His peace to rule in your
heart as you face each new day with confidence in Him.
