How does this passage challenge or comfort you? In what areas of your life or
society do you long to see God's justice prevail? Pray for the wisdom to trust

God's plan, even when evil seems to prosper, and for the courage to stand for
righteousness in your daily life.

Day 4: Hope in God's Sovereignty
Bible Reading: Romans 8:28-39

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Day 5: Living in God's Presence
Bible Reading: Psalm 95:1-7

Question for Reflection

How can you cultivate an awareness of God's presence throughout your day?
Challenge yourself to find moments for praise and thanksgiving, even in
mundane tasks. Let the reality of being God's "flock under his care" shape your
interactions with others and your approach to life's challenges.
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
